MRCPI in Obstetrics and Gynaecology Part Il
OSCE/Clinical

It consists of an Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE) and a Clinical Examination:
The OSCE and Clinical exam test your knowledge and understanding of Obstetrics and
Gynaecology, as well as problem-solving, diagnosis, investigation, treatment, clinical and

communication skills.
Held twice a year in Ireland and three times a year in the Gulf Region

One examination centre in Ireland and four examinations centres across UAE, Oman and Saudi Arabia

The OSCE
It has seven ten-minute stations including a communications station

It has at least one rest station

Two examiners brief a role player in advance of
a clinical examination at the Royal College of
Physicians of Ireland, Dublin, Ireland.

The Clinical Examination
It consists of one simulated clinical case of 25 minutes in duration in either Obstetrics or Gynaecology

You will use model equipment and interact with a role player

You will take a history and examine the equipment/role player before discussing the case with
the examiners

Candidates must have completed 18 months
of post-registration training in recognised

The posts must be recognised by the Institute
of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists at RCPI,
at least six months in duration and completed
by January before the March examination, or
by August before the September examination.
